Factory Pattern Numbers & Reqistered Pattern Numbers

Factory Pattern Numbers (PNyere assigned by W&Co. to uniquely identify pattand color
variations, and were used as a specific identifier in the Pattern Books. This was used by the

factory to correctly identify the pattern/color if replacements were later needed. However, in
numerous cases, factory pattern numbers were not always included as part of the backmark.

A RegisteredPattern Numbers (Rd. Noxxxxx® that were assigned by the UK government are
displayed on the backmark. (Usually under the W&Co. symbol.) However, not all Wileman

Squarepatternswere registered. This is not to be confused by the regist&teapeRd. No.
6559 which iglwaysshown in some manner as part of the backmark

Factory Pattern Numberghat were applied to the Square Shape. 56 of these patter!
numbers are represented by photographs. The remaining 43 are not included due 1
their unavailability to be found and photographed.
